“Eglise Centre Chrétien d’Haiti (Christian Center Church of Haiti) has
been a pillar of faith since its founding by Bishop Jean Berthony Paul in
1972. Today, our church is entering an exciting new chapter under
dynamic leadership committed to revitalizing our mission for this gener-
ation and beyond.

We believe now is the time for a bold, new vision — one that honors our
rich heritage while embracing fresh ways to connect, inspire, and serve.
We are reaching out to our community and beyond to join us on this
journey of spiritual growth and to impact lives for the better.”

President Ebed Paul wrote to say, “We’ve celebrated many har-
vest festivals, youth camps, youth rallies, revivals, and special prayer meetings. Because of
these gatherings, more than forty individuals have committed their lives to Christ and dedicat-
ed their lives to full-time Christian service. We are so grateful to see how God is moving
among us.”

Despite the economic hardships and political instability, which meant that they could not
sponsor as many children as they had hoped, the Eglise Centre Chrétien d’Haiti (Christian Cen-
ter Church of Haiti) was blessed to welcome sixty-one young campers on its campus. “The
camp had a profound spiritual impact on the youth. They engaged in daily devotions and pray-
er meetings, creating a deep and meaningful experience. We are especially thankful that one
camper came to a saving knowledge of Christ during this time. Praise God.”

Help Us Reopen the Jehovah Jireh Medical Clinic

“For over 20 years the Centre de Santé Jehovah Jireh has provided affordable healthcare
to the people of Plaine du Nord and the entire northern region of Haiti. Sadly, due to fi-
nancial challenges, we had to close the clinic last winter. Many of our community mem-
bers have relied on this clinic for essential medical care, and we are committed to reo-
pening it.”

“To do so, we urgently need support to invest in medicines and equipment. We are close
to paying off all outstanding salary debts, but we still need around $7,000 to purchase the
necessary supplies and reopen the clinic. Your support can help us bring this vital service
back to the community.”
